Find Out Which USB Device Was Connected To Your Computer And

Prevent Data Theft

USBDeview is a free utility that lets you check which
USB devices are currently connected to your computer
and also you can see which devices were connected
before. This is the first thing to do when you feel that
your data or information has been breached.

It can be helpful in many ways, if you have an office
computer and feel that someone might have accessed and
copied some data from your computer, you should install
this tool and find out the complete details.

Just run the executable file (no installation required),
and you will be shown all information in a simple-to-
understand window.

You can view at what time the device was plugged in
and plugged out, description of that device, the type of
device, serial number, product ID, vendor ID, in which
post it was connected, and more complete details.

This month's lesson picks up where we left off last
month. We're now going to do some file operations on
the special file we created for the exercise.

EXERCISE NUMBER 1
CREATE NEW FOLDER

First, we're going to set up a new folder, and prepare
to move testfile.txt into that folder.

In the left hand listing, click once on the My Docu-
ments folder.

Go to the menu at the top of the Explorer window, and
click on FILE>NEW>FOLDER.

Now you will see a new folder named "New Folder"
directly below My Documents.

It should be highlighted. If not, click once on it, and
then click on the F2 key. This puts you in "edit" mode,
and you can change the name of the folder. Change it
to "Files for your name" (type in your name, without
the quotes).

After typing that in, hit the enter key.

Now you have a new folder which is a personalized
place for you to store your documents.

MoVE FILE To NEw FOLDER

Next we're going to move the testfile.txt document to
the new folder. One simple way to do this is to drag it
from its present folder to its new home.

DRAG AND DROP

Get the listing of all the folders on C: in the left hand
window. Then double click on My Documents.

This allows readers to keep the material either as a PDF file, and/or
print it out, and place it in a looseleaf notebook, for future reference.

The new folder we just created should be showing in
the listing on the left, and also in the right hand section
listing the contents of My Documents.

Click on “testfile. txt?”
the new folder, which you just personalized with your
name.

The file has now been moved. To confirm that, double
click on your new folder, and it should open and list
the contents.

DRAGGING TIPS

Depending upon what Windows version you are using,
and what file manager you are using the dragging proto-
col may be slightly different.

Generally in Windows, dragging moves the file, if
you're dragging to any folder on the same drive. Drag-
ging to a different drive, copies the file.

Holding the CTRL key down while dragging, always
copies the file, while using the Shift key always moves
the files, irrespective of the target location.

To be sure that you move or copy as you want to do,
hold the SHIFT key down and drag to move, and the
CTRL key down and drag to copy. This will work under
any circumstance.

Windows does give you a "hint" about this. If you drag
and see a small + sign in next to the moving mouse cur-
sor, the process you are doing is copying. If there's no +
sign, then you are moving.

CoPYING TO A FLOPPY DisK

Next, we're going to copy this file to a floppy disk.
Insert a floppy into the drive A.

Left click on testfile.txt in the new folder to select it.
Hold down the CTRL key, while dragging the file to
drive A.

To confirm that you have copied to file, double click
on drive A on the left hand listing of Explorer. It
should show the file listed there.

Then go back to the original folder for your docu-
ments, to see that it is still there also. If it is - you've
succeeded.

If your system does not have a floppy disk drive, or an-
other hard drive, copy to a flash drive. If you have none,
just skip this step

DELETING

Since this isn't a file that you want to keep, let's delete
it. Click on it once to select it on, wherever it was copied
to. Then hit the delete key and OK. Repeat the process for
the other location also.

NOTE: During these activities, you probably have no-
ticed small "+" and "-" signs on certain of the
listings in Windows Explorer (or any file

manager).

The "+" sign indicates that there are subfold-
ers within the folder listed. To expand the list-
ing to show them, click on the "+" sign.

The "-" sign indicates that the folder has sub-
folders, and they are already shown. To col-
lapse that listing, click on the "-"sign.

Clicking toggles the situation back and forth.

NOTE: Windows Explorer is

As with most things in Windows, there are generally
several ways to so things. Rather than confuse things, I'm
keeping things as simple as | can.

If you had difficulty following the previous steps, it
might be a good idea for you to consider one of the intro-
ductory Windows courses, given by various organizations
in our area.

When someone asks me "what do you mean by
‘click'?", | pass for the moment. It's like the person who
called Compaq tech support. He couldn't find the "any
key", when the instructions said "click on any key", he
said his keyboard didn't have an "any key."

Alternate File Managers

Now that you can handle file management basics, you
should consider getting a better file manager. There are
two good choices out there.

As with all things, if you plan on using a file manager
often now, you should use a more capable program. It's
like a car. If you plan on driving a lot, a new 2008 Lexus
is generally more fun than a stripped down old 1965
Chevy.

I was disappointed when | saw at Microsoft has done
very little with Windows Explorer. Of all the good pro-
grams MS may have provided, Windows Explorer was
not one. Not to worry though - all the things you've
learned so far will carry over into any file manager.

There are a variety of good, and one GREAT, file
managers out there. Do a general Google search for
“Windows file managers”,
play. Some are add-ons to Windows Explorer, while oth-

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Hasta la Vista

I'm told the literal meaning of "hasta la vista" in Spanish is "until the seeing." Or
maybe a more adequate translation is "'see you later."

But in this column, I'm using that phrase to invite you to take a look at Microsoft's

latest version of Windows: Vista.

Multibooting And New Boot Loader

If you are dual booting Windows XP and Windows
Vista on your computer and due to problems are forced
to repair or reinstall the XP partition, you may run into
the problem described in this Microsoft article:

http://support.microsoft.com/kb/919529

Windows Vista no longer starts after you install an
earlier version of the Windows operating system in a
dual-boot configuration

The problem is that Windows Vista no longer uses the
old boot loader used by Windows XP.

When you reinstall XP, Setup overwrites everything
from the MBR (the Master Boot Record), the boot sector,
and the boot files, and thus loses communication with the
installation of Vista, so you will only be able to boot into
XP.

Windows Vista uses a new Boot Configuration Data-
base (BCD.) This contains a boot menu and information
about all operating systems installed on the computer.

In XP, the BIOS loads the Master Boot Record, which
contains the partition table and some boot execution code
that searches the partition table to find which partition is
active and then passes control to its boot sector. That
boot sector loads a hidden file called NTLDR, which
looks at the Boot.ini file to find which operating systems
are installed. But Vista, after the MBR and boot sector
are loaded, then executes a boot manager called
Bootmgr.exe that is hidden in the \Boot folder. Bootmgr
will look at the BCD file in order to determine what oper-
ating systems are present on your computer.

The article above gives information on how to use a
program called BcdEdit to restore operation of both ver-
sions of Windows that you are using. It also gives in-

structions on the correct way to install a dual boot sys-
tem, and how to remove Windows Vista from a dual
booting system.

If BcdEdit seems a bit too complicated to use, you can
try this free utility, called VistaBootPro:

Install it in XP and run it to restore your dual boot.

Welcome Screen And Autologon

If you were using the Welcome Screen in Windows
XP, then probably the first thing you will notice when
you have installed Windows Vista is its new version of
this.

It will contain account pictures of all users that you
have set up when installing Vista, or upgrading to it, and
if there are more than one, then you click the picture be-
fore entering your password. If there is only one user set
up, then you just enter the password. If you had not set
up a password, then you won't even see the Welcome
Screen.

One of the various changes to the Welcome Screen is
documented in this Microsoft article:

The built-in Administrator account is now disabled
and cannot log on to the computer in Safe mode, as was
true previously in the Home version of Windows XP.

There are cases, during setup, where the built-in Ad-
ministrator account will be enabled (if an upgrade from
XP determines that this is the only active local adminis-
trator account), but the account will be installed in
Admin Approval mode.

With Administrator Approval Mode, Windows Vista
will run most applications with standard user permis-
sions, even if the user is an administrator. If a user wishes
to run a program that requires administrator permissions,
they must give consent through a User Account Control
prompt. This helps limit malware's ability to make sys-
tem-wide changes without the administrator's knowledge.

AUTOLOGON

If you have one or more accounts set up on Vista with
passwords, you can make your computer log on auto-
matically to one of them, by using a free tool called
Autologon.exe that has been provided by Vista develop-
ers as a powertoy (not officially supported by Microsoft,
however.)

PASSWORD STORAGE

Normally, a password will be stored in clear text in the
Registry, at the following location:

HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Software\Microsoft\Win
dowsNT\CurrentVersion\Winlogon

The password will be stored in a value named default-
password.

The Autologon.exe will store this password as an LSA
Secret, which is much more secure than clear text in the
registry. (LSA Secret, where LSA stands for Local Secu-
rity Authority, is used to store information such as the
passwords for service accounts used to start services un-
der an account other than local System.)

ELEVATED COMMAND PROMPT

The Autologon.exe program must be run from an ele-
vated command prompt, which you can do as follows:

Press the Win key

Type CMD

Press Ctrl+Shift+Enter

Then hit Alt+C to confirm the elevation prompt.

ALWAYS LOGON

To set up your computer to always logon with a cer-
tain account name, such as <UserAccountName>, type
this at the command prompt:

Autologon.exe /Set /Username:<UserAccountName>
AUTOLOGON NEXT 5 REBOOTS

You can set up the computer to autologon
<UserAccountName> on the next 5 reboots, after which
the computer will then no longer autologon, with:

Autologon.exe /Set /Username:<UserAccountName> /
Count:5

CLEAR AUTOLOGON DATA
The following command clears the autologon data:

Autologon.exe /Delete

Introduction

I do a lot of research online, on a variety of topics,
such as homeland security, and cyber security, and like to
save digital copies of websites, articles, and news stories.

I also like to save secure and stable digital copies of
documents | create, such as Word, PowerPoint, Excel,
tax forms, and other documents, where they will always
appear exactly as the originals, and are difficult to alter.

I also exchange documents of various types with many
others, some of whom have different software and oper-
ating systems than | have, but would like to view the
documents exactly as prepared.

To resolve these problems, and create a universal stan-
dard format that works seamlessly, on virtually all oper-
ating systems, the software publisher Adobe created the
“PDF” or “Portable Docu
come the defacto standard for universal document ex-
change.

While feature rich, and still widely considered as the
premier PDF writing utility, the Adobe Acrobat PDF
writing software is relatively expensive ($300 for the
new Standard Edition — Version 9).

In recent years, several competitors to Adobe PDF
Writer have appeared, and fortunately for us, some of
them are available for free! | have tried several of the free
PDF writers, and they all function substantially the same.

I have also successfully used the PDF function built
into the excellent and free office suite, OpenOffice 3
(openoffice.org), which can create PDF documents from
each of the components in its suite of software, but does
not create PDFs from other sources.

Create PDF Documents for FREE

Some of the free PDF writing utilities include advertis-
ing and watermarks in the documents created, clearly
displaying to all readers that the user is using free soft-
ware; the appearance of ads and commercial watermarks
in a document makes it unacceptable (to me) for all but
distinctly personal use.

Two of the free PDF writers that | have used, and con-
tinue to use, which are also free of advertising and com-
mercial watermarks are:

CutePDF Writer, www.cutepdf.com
and
PrimoPDF, (www.primopdf.com).

CutePDF Writer

CutePDF Writer is a small download of only 1.6 megs,
But, agso reguirgs the, dpwnload apdninstallation pf a free
GNU Ghostscript converter (5 megs), which is available
on the CutePDF download page.

Downloading and installation of CutePDF Writer and
GNU Ghostscript were fast and easy.

CutePDF Writer is not run separately as a utility, but is
in reality installed as a printer driver, and shows up under
t he “Printers and Faxes
Using CutePDF Writer to create PDF files is fast and
easy, and can be access
any software that supports printing.

To create a PDF file from any source, simply click on
“Print” and select C wowa
printer menu, and then print as if the document was sim-
ply going to a printer.

CutePDF Writer appears as an installed printer, and
for all practical purposes is treated as a physical printer.
When the print function is activated, CutePDF Writer
transparently and quickly converts the document into a
“WYSIT WYG” ( What You See
ment in the PDF format.

Rather than printing to paper, CutePDF Writer prints
to a digital file in the PDF format, which can be saved
wherever desired. As a PDF file, it can be opened by any
PDF viewer or reader, and it will appear exactly as cre-
ated, including all fonts, colors, graphics, and formatting.

Because PDF files can be universally opened and
viewed, PDF is an ideal format to email to others who
may not have the same document creation software that
you have.

| have personally used CutePDF Writer extensively,
and routinely install it on all of my computers. CutePDF
Writer is totally free, and does not contain any advertis-
ing or watermarks. It is explicitly free to all, including
personal, commercial, educational, and government use.

Computer Shopper magazine rates CutePDF Writer as
one of the best 50 downloads available.

For others, there are lots of freeware and shareware
programs. Review the Google search results to see what
will fit you best, assuming you would like to work with
something superior to Windows Explorer.

POWERDESK

Another good (and free) choice is PowerDesk. You
can get a free copy of version 7 of the program by
downloading it from:

http://www.snapfiles.com/get/powerdeskfree.html

ZDNet should also have it available. If you like the
program, you can purchase a registered version, with a
few more features, and no nag screens.

Conclusion

With any of these file managers, or Windows Ex-
plorer, the best way to learn is to "browse around", and
play with things.

Click on various menu items, practice copying and
moving files, and be inquisitive.

REMEMBER, all the things you learn in these exer-
cises apply to all the programs you'll be using on your
Windows computer.

Computer learning can be likened to taking piano les-
sons - you can't learn to play if you don't practice.

Maybe someday we'll be able to get a "chip", that we
can plug into our brains to acquire all sorts of capabili-
ties, without the time consuming, old-fashioned, learning
process. But for now, we have to rely on present tech-
nigues which take time and effort. In the long run, the ef-
fort is well worth it.

Learning to manage your files is a very important ac-
tivity for all computer users to learn. So, how about get-
ting started on that right now.

Remember, you don't always have to be doing a for-
mal lesson. Start exploring, and investigate, all the areas
where you haven't been before.

Instead of surfing the Internet, surf you own computer,
You'll find lots of exciting things. And remember, any
time you want to get help on something, just press the F1
key, and a help window should pop up.

This concludes the brief learning experience of file
management. Remember, you've only scratched the sur-
face here.

This is similar to learning chess. Many people think
that when they have learned to move the pieces, that they
know how to play chess - but they are a long way from
being a "chess player." The name of the game is practice.
This lesson is just a start towards a better understanding
of that marvelous machine you have at your fingertips.
